Lesson #21 – The Gospel of John 

John chapter 20 & 21
Summary of John 20 & 21 - The Resurrection of Christ
· Chapter 20 records three post-resurrection appearances of Christ and proclamation of Jesus’ victory over death. Each appearance brought about a different result in the lives of those involved.

· Chapter 21 reveals how Jesus reinstated Peter after his great fall and provides clarity about the Lord’s return.

John 20:1-31 – The Resurrection of Christ
1. The empty tomb – John 20:1-10
John commented in  v9 that even after a long period of teaching by Jesus the disciples still did not understand from Scripture that Jesus had to rise from the dead (Psalms 110:1, 4; Isa. 53:11-12).

2. Christ appeared before Mary Magdalene – John 20:11-18
Jesus may have introduced Himself to Mary first because she had so earnestly sought Him. She was at the cross while He was dying (John 19:25), and she went to His tomb early on Sunday morning (20:1).

3. Christ appeared before the Disciples (Thomas not present) – John 20:19-25
Forgiveness of sins is one of the major benefits of the death of Jesus. It is the essence of the New Covenant (Matt. 26:28; Jer. 31:31-34).

4. Christ appeared before Disciples (Thomas present) – John 20:26-29
Thomas’ response is “My Lord and My God”. Here was a skeptical man, confronted by the evidence of Jesus’ resurrection. He announced that Jesus, the Man of Galilee, is God manifest in the flesh.

5. The purpose of the Gospel – John 20:30-31
The significance of the Resurrection 

· Demonstrated that what Jesus predicted about His being raised was true (Mark 8:31; John 9:9, 31; John 10:34; John 2:19), 

· Proved that Jesus is the Son of God (Rom. 1:4) and was sent by God  1 Tim. 3:16 

· Testified to the success of His mission of salvation (Rom. 4:25)
· Entitled Jesus to a position of glory (1 Peter 1:11) 

· Proclaimed that Jesus is the “Lord” (Acts 2:36).

John 21:1-25 – Christ appears before others and the second chance for Peter
· There is a vast difference between Sonship (being saved) and discipleship (following the Lord). Not all Christians are disciples. When Peter sinned (denied), he did not lose his Sonship, but he did fall away from his discipleship. For this reason Christ repeated His call, “Follow Me.” 
· Application: Follow Jesus, Hebrews 12:1-2.
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
